a€¢A A A Pilgrims must fast from midnight prior to arrival.

a€¢A A A Pilgrims should bring warm and waterproof clothing.

aEtA A A Boats depart daily between 11am and 3pm.

The cost is A£E32 and includes boat fare and accommodation. No reservation is required.

&€CA A A Each retreat begins at 10am and ends at approximately 5pm. (Boats run continuously between 9.15am and
10.15am)
